


house with all ﬁecessary plumbing for his own use, including
a garage and other necessary outhouses permitted by law,
without being required to have same constructed by a duly
qualified and licensed plumber or plumbing confractor;
provided, however, that such owner shall furnish satisfactory
evidence to the Building Official that he has sufficient
practical knowledge of plumbing to enable him to install
and construct the plumbing in such building in accordance
with the plans and specifications to be filed with the
Plumbing Official and in compliance with this Code; and
provided further however, that no more than one such permit
shall be issued to the same person or persons in any one
calendar year. This section shall not apply to buildings
constructed or equipped for the purpose of rent or sale,
ror otherwise than for the actual living quarters of the
owner; provided, however, a plumbing permit may be issued
to the owner of any building for repairs of an aggregate
value not more than $100.00 without the requirement that
such owner furnish to the Building Official satisfactory
evidence that such owner has sufficient practical knowledge
of plumbing to enable him to properly made such repairs and
without the requirement that such work be supervised by

a duly certified and licensed plumber.

ART. II - BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT AND
APPEALS

Div. 1 - BOARD CREATED; OPERATION

Sec. 17 APPOINTMENT -- There is hereby established a board

to be called the Board of Plumbing Adjustment and Appeals
which shall consist of five (5) members. Such Board shall
be composed of thé Chairman and one (1) other County
Commissioner, [or two (2) County Cbmmissioners, as the
Commission may from time to time designate], and three (3)
members at large from the plumbing industry. The said Board

shall be appointed by the County Commission.
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Sec. '18 TERM OF OFFICE -- The three (3) members at large from

the plumbing industry shall be appointed initially for terms of
two (2) years, three (3) years and four (4) years each, and
thereafter they shall be appointed for terms-of four (4) years.
The members of the County Commission serving shall serve during
the pleasure of appointmggt bx their colleagues. Vacancies shall

AT

be filled for unexpired terms in the manner in which original

,appointments are requred to be made. Continued absence of any

member. from regular meetings of the Board shall at the discretion

of the County Commission render any such member liable for

immediate removal from office created under this section.

Sec. 19 QUORUM -- Three (3) members of the Board shall constitute

a quorum, provided one (1) such member shall always be a County
Commissioner. In the application of any provisions of this
Chapter or in modifying an order of the Plumbing Official,
affirmative votes of the majority present, but not less than
three (3) affirmative votes, shall be required. No Board member
shall act in a case in which he has a personal interest. .

Sec. 20 RECORDS -- The Plumbing Official shall act as Secretary

of the Board of Plumbing Adjustment and Appeals and shall make a
detailed record of all its proceedings, which shall set forth
the reasons for its decisions, the vote of each member partici-
pating therein, the absence of a member, and any failure of a

member to vote.

Sec. 21 PROCEDURE -- The Board shall establish rules and regu-

lations for its own procedure not inconsistent with the provisions
of this Code. The Board shall meet at regular intervals, to be
determined by the Chairman, or in any event, the Board shall
meet within ten (10) days after any notice of appeal has been
received.

Div, 2 - APPEALS

Sec. 22 TIME LIMIT --

(a) Whenever the Plumbing Official shall reject or refuse
to approve the mode or manner of construction and installation
proposed to be followed, or materials to be used therein, or when

it is claimed that the provisions of this Chépter do not apply,
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or than an equally good or more desirable form of construction
or installation can be employed in any specific case, or when
it is claimed that the true intent and meaning of this Chapter
or any of the regulations thereunder have been misconstrued or
wrongly interpreted, then the owner of such building or
structure or his duly authorized representative may appeal from
the decision of the Plumbing Official.to the Board of Plumbing
Adjustment and Appeals. Notice of appeal shall be in writing
and filed within thirty (30) days after the decision is rendered
by the Plumbing Official. A fee of $10.00 shall accompany such
notice of appeal.
- (b) In case of a building or structﬁre which, in the
opinion of the Plumbing Official, is unsafe or dangerous, the
Plumbing Official may, in his order, limit the time for such
appeal to a shorter period. Appeals hereunder shall be on forms
provided by the Plumbing Official.

DIV. 3 - DECISIONS OF THE BOARD
Sec. 23 VARIATIONS AND MODIFICATIONS --

(a) The Board of Plumbing Adjustment and Appeals, when
so appealed to and after a hearing, may vary the application of
any provision of this Chapter to any particular case when, in its
opinion, the enforcement thereof would do manifest injustice, and
would be contrary to the spirit and purpose of this Chapter or
public interest; or when, in its opinion, the interpretation of
the Plumbing Official should be modified or reversed.

(b) Any decision of the Board of Plumbing Adjustment and
Appeals to vary the application of any provision of this Chapter
or to modify an order of the Plumbing Official shall specify in
" what manner such variation or modification is made, the conditions
upon which it is madp, and the reasons therefor.

Sec. 24 DCCISIONS --

(a) Every decision of the Board of Plumbing Adjustment
and Appeals shall be final; provided, however, either the

appellant or appellee in such proceedings shall have the right to



further appeal the decisions‘of the Board to the full body of

the County Commission sitting in duly constituted called

session, and the County Commission shall be furnished with the
record of the initial appeal file before the Board as kept and
preserved by the Plumbing Official or his deputy, and the County
Commission shall further receive the testimony and evidentiary
offerings of eitﬁer the appellant or the appellee,or both, and
upon receiving all testimony and due déliberation, the County
Commission shall reach and render its decision; provided, however,
sessions of the County Commission while sitting in final judgment
of the decisions rendered by the Board may be continued from day
to day while deliberation is in progress until a final judgment

be rendered. All decisions of the Board and judgments of the
County Commission upon appeal shall be in writing and shall
indicate the vote upon the decision in each instance. Every
decision or judgment shall be promptly filed in the office of the
Plumbing Official, and in the case of the County Commission, in
the official records of meeting at which judgment is made and
announced, and each shall be open to public inspection; a certified
copy shall be sent by mail or otherwise to the parties in interest
and a copy shall also be kept publicly posted in the office of the
Plumbing Official for two (2) weeks after filing.

(b) If a decision of the Board reverses or modifies a
refusal, order or disallowance of the Plumbing Official, or varies
the applicétion of any provision of this Chapter and is not within

"five (5) days thereafter appealed to the County Commission, the
Plumbing Official shall upon expiration of said five (5) day

apﬁeal period immediately take action in accordance with such
‘\decision; provided, however, the parties may jointly stipulate in
open session of the Board or by a writing signed by both parties,
that no appeal to Cotinty Commission will be taken, and thereupon

the Plumbing Official shall immediately take action in accordance
with such decision. In the event no stipulation is made and

appeal is seasonably filed before the County Commission, the decision

of the Board shall be held in abeyance until such time as final



judgment be rendered by the County Commission, and thereupon
the Piumbing Official shall immediately take action in accordance
with such final judgment. |

(c) The Board and the County Commission shall in every
case reach a decision without unreasonable or unnecessary delay.

Sec. 25 - 30 RESERVED

ART, III- PLUMBERS AND BOARD OF PLUMBER EXAMINERS

Sec. 31 GENERAL REQUIREMENTS IN ORDER TO ENGAGE IN
BUSINESS OF PLUMBING -- No person shall carry on or

engage in the business of plumbing in the County either as a

master plumber, or employing plumber, or as a journeyman plumber,
unless such person has successfully passed an examination conducted
By the Board of Plumber Examiners, or has had issued to him a
Certificate of Competency by such Board in accordance with the
provisions of this Chapter.

Sec. 32 BOARD OF PLUMBER EXAMINERS--CREATION;
COMPOSITION; APPOINTMENT; TERM

There shall be in the County a Board of Plumber Examiners consisting
of five (5) members, one (1) of whom shall be the Plumbingiofficial,
one (1) the Chairman of the County Commission (or a County
Commissioner), and three (3) ‘mémbers of the Board shall have as

the major portion of their business plumbing and plumbing contrac-
ting, and shall be actively engaged in such work at the time of
their appointment. Of the three (3) members of the plumbing
industry initially appointed, one (1) shall be appointed for a
period of one (1) year, one (1) for a period of two (2) years,

and one (1) for a period of three (3), aﬁd‘théreafter they each
shall be appointed by the County Commission for terms of three (3)

years, unless s-oner removed for malfeasance in office, neglect of

' _duty, or incapacity. The members of the County Commission serving

shall serve at and during the pleasure of their colleagues.

Sec. 33 SAME--COMPENSATION: PLUMBING OFFICIAL CHAIRMAN

Members of said Board shall be compensated in an amount determined
by the County Commission to be in keeping with the work and
responsibilities imposed by this Chapter. The Plumbing Official

shall be Chairman of said Board and shall receive no additional
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compensation theréfor. The Plumbing Official shall preside at
all meetings of the Board and shall have deciding voice or vote
in all matters connected with the examination of applicants and
in granting of Certificates of Competency whenever the remaining
members of said Board are unable to agree.

Sec. 34 SAME --DUTIES GENERALLY -- The Board of Plumber

Examiners shall, as soon as may be after their appointment,

meet and shall establish the places and times for examination
'proVidgd under this Chapter of all applicants desiring to engage
in or work at the business of plumbing in the County. Such
Board shall keep an accurate record of all their official trans-
"actions and render such reports and statistics as the County
Commission may require and direct. They shall adopt reasonable
rules, and regulations for the proper and effective discharge of
their official duties. They shall determine the character of the
examination to be given any applicant therefor and by a majority
vote, pass or reject such applicant upon his showing as the case
may be.

The powers and duties of said Board shall include; but
not be limited, to the following:

{(a) To prescribe forms of application for examination,
Certificates of Competency, permits, permit cards, stationery,
records, notices of violation and such other documents as it shall
deem necessary for the conduct of its business.

(B) To prepare, conduct and grade written examinations of
applicants for Certificates of Competency.

{c) To give notices of hearings and conduct hearings upon
charges of violation of the provisions of this Chapter by any
plumber or plumbing contractor.

(d) To suspend or revoke the Certificate of Competency of
any plumber or plumbing contractor found by the Board to have
violated any provisions of this Chapter.

(e) To satisfy itself as to the character and integrity
vof each applicant for a Certificate of Competency, and the Board

for such purpose may require such pertinent information as it may
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deem necessary, including but not being limited to summary of .
experience, employment history, record of law violations, if
any, a credit rating, photograph and fingerprints of each
applicant.

Sec. 35 EXAMINATION--APPLICATION -- Any person who is required

under this chapter to possess a plumber's Certificate of Compe-
tency, shall make application therefor to the Board of Plumber
Examiners on application blank provided for that purpose by the
Plumbing Official, and pay the fee hereinafter provided for.

Sec. 36° SAME - FEE-- The Board of Plumber Examiners shall charge

each applicant for regular examination the sum of $25.00 for
master plumber examination, and the sum of $15.00 for a journeyman
examination. ThesSe fees shall be paid at the time of application.
SPECIAL EXAMINATION: At the request of the applicant a special
examination may be given at the discretion of the Board. Charges
for special examinations shall be $100.00 in excess of the

regular examination fee for each applicant.

Sec. 37 SAME - NOTICE TO APPEAR; EXAMINING -- The Plumbing

Official shall notify any applicant for examination to appear
before the Board of Plumber Examiners for examination, at which
time the Board shall examine the applicant in the manner determined
and adopted by them, as to his knowledge of plumbing and drainage
work and any laws, rules or regulations relevant thereto, that they
might deem necessary and proper. If the applicant successfully
passes the examination given him, as determined by the Board, he
shall be entitled to and receive from such Board a plumber's
Certificate of Competency of the class for which he was examined.

Sec. 38 RE-EXAMINATION -- Any person who fails to pass the

examination as prescribed by the Board of Plumber Examiners may
apply for re-examination after the expiration of three (3) months.
Should such person fail to pass the second time, the Board may
refuse to administer a third examination until the expiration of
six (6) months.

Sec. 39 RENEWAL OF CERTIFICATE OF COMPETENCY -- Every plumber’'s

Certificate of Competency shall be issued for one (1) year, from

October first to September 30th, and shall remain in Hrce and effect
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for that period unless sooner cancelled, revoked or Suspended.
Such certificate shall be valid for the term of one (1) year

but the same may be renewed if appllcatlon for renewal is made

to the Board of Plumber Examiners not léss than thirty (30) days
before the expiration of the certificate; . The fee fer renewal
shall be $5.00 for all master plumber's certificates_qf competency,
and $2.00 for all journeyman plumber's certificates of competency.
Any bona fide holder of a valid unexpired and unrevoked,plumber or
plumbing contractor occupational license issued by the legally
constituted authority of the County ex1st1ng 1mmed1ate1y prior

to the passage of this Chapter may apply for and receive an
equivalency Certificate of Competency as herein provided without
applying for or taking examination required by this Chapter.

Sec. 40 HEARING ON CHARGES AGAINST PLUMBERS;

REVOCATION OR SUSPENSION OF CERTIFICATES

UNCERTIFIED EMPLOYEES PROHIBITED; APPLICATIONS
REQUIRED; QUALIFICATIONS FOR APPLICANTS

(a) The Board of Plumber Examiners shall haue the
authority to conduct hearings against any plumbing contractor on
charges of incompetency or willful violation of any provision of
this Chapter, and to revoke or suspend the Certificate of Competency
Eof any plumber or plumbing contractor found guilty of any such
charges. |

{b) Work by Certified Plumbers. No master plumber or

employing plumber shall send any person on any job In the capacity
~of a plumber unless such person is in possession of a current
Certificate of Competency issued by‘said Board.of Plumber
Examiners. '

(c) Application for Examination. Any person who is

" required by this Chapter to possess a plumber s Certificate of
Competency shall be a citizen of the United States of America,
thoroughly proficient in the reading and writing of the English
language, and shall make application for a Certifieate of
Competency to the Board of Plumber Examiners on application. blanks
provided for that purpose by the Plumbing Official. The schedule
of fees for examinations and re-examinations shall be as provided

elsewhere in this Chapter.
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Sec. 41 REVOCATION OR SUSPENSION OF CERTIFICATE;
* GROUNDS ENUMERATED

It shall be the duty of the Board of Plumber Examiners to

temporarily suspend or permanently revoke the Certificate of

Competency of any plumber or plumbing contractor who shall be

guilty of:

Misrepresentation of any material fact in the
application for a certificate or for a permit;
Performance of plumbing work in a negligent,
incompetent or unworkmanlike manner;

Engaging in the business or acting in the capacity
of a plumber or plumbing contractor without a
valid-County occupational license;

Contracting in a name other than that registered
with the Plumbing Official;

Abandonment of any contract for the performance of
plumbing work without legal grounds;

Wrongful diversion of property or funds received
pursuant to contract for plumbing work;

Failure to pay any materialman or laborer upon

any plumbing work;

Departure from the plans and specifications of any
contract for plumbing work or accompanying applica-
tion for permit without the consent of the party for
whom the work is being performed;

Allowing the performance of work without supervision
of a holder of a Certificate of Competency for the
occupational area in which the work is being

performed;

The doing of any willful or fraudulent act by the

licensee as a plumber or plumbing contractor in

consequence of which another is substantially

injured;

Employing any individual, firm, partnership,

corporation, or association as sub-contractor
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who is not duly licensed by the County and State in
his respective vocation or trade; *

(1) The filing of a petition in voluntary bankruptcy with
intention of defrauding the owner, or avoiding payment
for materials furnished or labor performed, or the
doing of any other act for the purpose of perpetrating
a fraud; .

(m) Willful and deliberate disregard and violation of the
Building and Plumbing laws of the County, State of
Florida, or the United States, or of any political
subdivision thereof, or the safety laws of this
State, or any other laws or regulations applying to
pluﬁbers;

'(n)’ Violating any of the provisions of this Chapter, or
aiding or abetting another in the violation of any
of the provisions of this Chapter, or conspiring with
unlicensed individuals, firms, partnerships or'corpo—
rations for the purpose of evading any of the provisions
or requirements of this Chapter;

(o) Misrepresenting the requirements of this Chapter
regulating plumbing work in order to obtain or
increase the scope of the work in any contract for
plumbing.

Sec. 42 SAME; INVESTIGATION -- At any time that it shall come

within the knowledge of the Plumbing Official that any of the fore-
going grounds for revocation or suspension may exist as to any

plumber, it shall be the duty of said Plumbing Official to make a

" full fact gathering investigation and file with the Board of

Plumber Examiners a written report thereof together with a

statement as to whether or not such grounds do exist; and in the
event that it shall come within the knowledge of‘the Board that

any such grounds exist as to any plumber or plumbing contractor,

the Board may order the Plumbing official to make such investigation

and report.
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Sec. 43 SAME; HEARING- If at any time the report of the Plumbing

Officiél shall show the existence of one or more grounds for
revocation or suspension, or there is filed with the Board the
complaint of any person alleging the existence of any such
grounds, it shall be the duty of the Board to order the Plumbing
Official to serve upon the alleged violator a written notice,
notifying the alieged violator of the alleged grounds for
revocation or suspension and of the tihe, date and place of a
hearing before the Board thereupon, which notice shall be served
not less than ten (10) nor more than thirty (30) days prior

to said hearing. The alleged violator shall have the right to ap
appear at such hearing, to be represented by counsel, to produce
evidence and cross-examine witnesses.

Sec. 44 SAME; ORDER OF REVOCATION OR SUSPENSION;
STAY OF EXECUTION; RE-HEARING; APPEAL -- If after

such hearing the Board shall determine that one or more of the
above grounds for revocation or suspension exist it shall enter

a written order signed by the Chairman revoking or suspending the
Certificate of Competency of the alleged violator. The order of
the Board revoking such certificate shall take effect immediately;
provided, however, that the Board shall have the power to stay
execution of its order revoking or suspending such certificate if
within ten (10) days after the entry of such order of revocation

or suspension the alleged violator shall by written petition to the
Board request a rehearing. In its order granting or denying a
rehearing the Board shall set forth a statement of the grounds

for its actions and shall mail a copy of said order within five

(5) days to the parties who have appeared in support of and in
opposition to said petition for rehearing. If a rehearing is
"granted the Board shall vacate its order theretofore rendered
revoking or suspending the certificate of said individual and shall
set the matter for further hearing, after giving notice to the
parties concerned in the manner prescribed herein for the giving

of notice of an original hearing. After rehearing the Board shall
ﬁromptly render its decision and give notice thereof in the same

manner as of a decision rendered upon an original hearing. If a
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petition for rehearing has been denied by the Board, or if

after a rehearing the Board revokes or suspends the certificate
of a violator, then, and in either case, such individual shall
have the right within thirty (30) days after the entry of such
order to file notice of an appeal of such order to the County
Commission seeking a reversal or modification of such order, such
notice to contain the grounds on which such appeal is requested
to be heard. The County Commission shall have the authority to
modify, vacate or reverse any order of said Board.

Sec. 45°SAME; RENEWAL OR RE-ISSUANCE OF SUSPENDED OR

REVOKED CERTIFICATES --

After suspension or revocation of a Certificate of Competency
hpon any of the grounds set forth in the next preceding section
of this Chapter, or for other cause, the Boardvof Plumbing
Examiners may renew or re-issue the same upon proof of the
compliance by the certificate holder with the provisions of the
order as to renewal or re-issuance of such certificate, or in the
absence of any provision therein as to renewal or re-issuance,

in the sound discretion of the Board. After the revocation or
suspension of a certificate upon any of the grounds set forth in
the next preceding section, or for other cause, such certificate
shall not be renewed or re-issued for a period not to exceed one
(1) year, as ordered by the Board, and then only upon proper
showing that all loss caused by the act or omission for which the
certificate was revoked or suspended has been fully satisfied and
that all conditions imposed by the order of revocation or suspen-
sion have been compliqd with. Immediate notice of an order of
suspension, revocation, or for re-issuance of any certificate
shall be given by the Board to the County Tax Collector or other
person having responsible charge of issuance of‘occupational
licenses within the County.

Sec 46 REGISTRATION OF PLUMBERS AND PLUMBING CONTRACTORS;

ISSUANCE OF CERTIFICATES TO FIRMS OR CORPORATIONS --

Before any person herein required to possess a Certificate of

Competency shall carry on or engage in the business of plumbing,

or plumbing contracting, or labor at the trade of plumbing, he

shall first register his name and address together with such

s



other ipformation as the Plumbing Official may require.

(a) A firm or corporation desiring a Certificate of
Competency shall file an application upon the form prescribed
therefor by the Board, which shall include all matters required
of an individual application, and, if a partnership, the names
and addresseé of all partners, or if a corporation or other
business organization, the names and addresses of the President,
Vice President and Secretary/Treasurer or other principal officers,
and shall designate the individuals who will be required to take
examinatibns and receive notices provided hereunder.

(b) The individual taking the examination for Certificate
of Competency on behalf of any firm or corporation must be an active
partner or principai officer of such firm or corporation, and said
individual shall file an application in the same form as other
applicants, except that said application shall also show the name
of the firm or corporation for which he is seeking a Certificate
of Competency.

(c) The certificate, if issued, shall be issued in the
name of the firm or corporation, but shall show on its face the name
of the individual uﬁon whose competency it is issued.

(d) A certificate issued under Subsection (c) shall be
valid only so long as the examined individual shall remain in or
with the firm or corporation in the capacity required in Subsection
(c).

(e)' It shall be unlawful for the individual upon whose
competency a certificate is issued to a firm or corporation to
sever his active connection with said firm or corporationwithout
firét or simultaneously notifying the Board of Plumber Examiners
‘thereof, and if such individual shall fail to notify the Board
within ten (10) days after severance, his certificate shall be
revoked or suspended and he shall not be issued another for a
period not to exceed one (1) year.

(f) It shall be unlawful for any firm or corporation to fail to
give notice to the Board within forty-eight (48) hours after the

person upon whose competency a Certificate. of Competency was issued



to such firm or corporation has severed his connections with
such firm or corporation or is no longer acting in the capacity

required by Subsection (b) hereof, and if such firm or corporation

shall fail to so notify the Board within ten (10) days after -

severance, such certificate shall be revoked and a new Certificate
of Competency shall not be issued to such firm or corporation

for a period of one (1) year after the time when such notice
should have been given hereunder. ‘

{(g) The firm or corporation to whom a certificate was
issued ubon the competency of an individual who is no longer acting
in the capacity as required by Subsection (b) hereof may, if such
firm or corporation has complied with Subsection (f) hereof,
surrender such cerfificate and designate some other qualified
indivi@ual to take an examination without the payment of an
additional certificate fee or occupational license fee for the
remainder of the certificate and license year if such individual
qualifies.

(h) An individual upon whose competency a certificate is
issued shall not so long as said certificate is outstanding and
unsurrendered be allowed to obtain a certificate for any other
firm or corporation, nor to contract in his own name or any other
name, nor to obtain permits for anyone other than such firm or
corporation.

(i) No certificate shall be issﬁed to any firm or corporation
upon the cbmpetency of any person whose certificate originated under
‘a grandfather's clause and was issued without examination, except
when a current plumber or plumbing contractor's occupational license
isAheld by a firm or corporation on the effective date of this
.section.

Sec. 47 MASTER PLUMBER; OCCUPATIONAL LICENSE REQUIRED;
NON-TRANSFERABLE; CERTIFICATE OF COMPETENCEY
PREREQUISITLE TO ISSUANCE --

Before any person, partnership, corporation, or other association
shall carry on or engage in the business of plumbing, one such
person or one of the principal officers of said corporation or

partnership shall first procure a master plumber's occupational
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license and pay the annual fee imposed on such business. Every
applicant for a master plumber's license shall first furnish
proof that he is the lawful possessor of a current valid master
plumber's Certificate of Competency. Any work in progress shall
be under licensee's constant personal supervision. No such
occupational license shall be transferable.

Sec. 48 SAME; USE OF CERTIFICATE BY OTHERS; PENALTY --

No person holding a master or journeyman plumber's certificate
shall lend such certificate to any other person or allow any other
person to do any plumbing or drainage work under any permit taken
out in his name. A violation of this section shall be grounds for
revocation of such person's certificate by the Board of Plumber
Examiners in addition to the other penalties provided for by this
Chapter.

Sec. 49 - 54 RESERVED

ART. IV - MISCELLANEOUS

Sec. S5 CONTRACTOR TO SAVE AND HOLD HARMLESS COUNTY --

By application and acceptance of permit or license under thé
provisions of this Chapter, applicant agrees to save harmless and
indemnify the County from all claims arising from accidents and
damage of any character whatsoever caused by the negligence of

such applicant, person, firm or corporation engaged in the plumbing
business, or by any other unfaithful inadequate work done either

by themselvés or their agents or employees, and that such applicant,
person, firm or corporation will maintain in a safe condition for

a period of one (1) year all ditches and excavations which may be
opeﬁed in the performance of any plumbing work and further that all
